About this study

In our last Quarterly Analysis, publishedugust 2009, we measurddGO activity overanine month
period and calculatetiends by comparing thierst half with the second half of this peridalthis report we
have used2 montls of data, and calculated trends by comparing egjmahonth periods. This should help
to smooth out random fluctuations and reveal genuine trends.

This study isbasedond at a gener ated by S| GWat c h GoserlRfaéhthg | ob
ending October 30, 2009. SIGWatch maintains a system of databases which are updated daily as

we identify new NGO actions and campaigns and cross-tabulate them to targeted issues,

industries and countries. Currently we track nearly 2,000 NGOs across the world and over 500

separate issues grouped by topic and industry.

Using SIGWatch data for the last 12 months, we can reveal where NGOs have recently been
concentrating their campaigning resources and their priority issues and industries, both globally
and by world region. As you will see in this report, we are able to resolve this analysis down to
the level of single industry sectors and their issues.

When we match NGO activity to issues, we use a specially developed scoring system which takes
into account the number of significant NGO events (defined as the launch of new campaigns or
tactics, direct actions, reports, or newsworthy claims), the number of NGOs involved, and the
potential influence of those NGOs calculated from their geographical range of operation (from
lone local NGO to global coalition).

Thus our analysis of NGOs reveals not only activity on particular issues but also its pressurgie.,
the amount of NGO effort being applied to change public opinion. These statistics are very useful
for issues management, for example, for calibrating how to apportion corporate resources to
managing different issues.

A note about our data

Although we aim to collect data globally, because of the greater sophistication, resources and
visibility of rich country NGOs, campaigns in North America and Europe tend historically to be
over-represented in our databases compared to those in Latin America and Asia-Pacific. We are
investing in new methods of tracking NGOs in developing countries to address this problem, but
for this report, you should take this into account when using our data to compare levels of NGO
activity between regions, recognising that sometimes gaps in data may make some issues appear
as inactive when perhaps they are not. For the same reason, we have omitted Africa for want of
sufficient data.

Caution should also be applied when using the trend indicators (the anmdiwating whetherissues are
rising or falling). Where overall levels of activity are low, trehdse beenalculated on a small base and
couldbe unreliable. Alssome issues tend to naturally fluctuate in activity over the year or because of
externalevents (eg. in the ruap to a major world conferenceyen though there is nmderlying shift in
priorities by the NGOs themselves.

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Trends in meta issues!

As we saw in the previous Quarterly Analysis, globally the weight of NGO activity is
concentrated in Europe and North America, followed by Asia Pacific (due in part to very active
NGOs in Japan, Australia and New Zealand) and Latin America. However we are adding new
Asian and Latin American NGOs to our tracking databases every week so we expect the picture to
become more balanced over time.

As before, the high rating of generic issues like biodiversity and pollution reflects the dominance
of environmental groups in the global NGO community. What has changed in the last three
months is that climate change has moved from third to first position globally, reflecting the huge
and increasing pressure by the NGO community to force a global settlement in Copenhagen. That
said, in Europe, North America and Asia the priorities of NGOs are broadly similar: climate
change, biodiversity, pollution, health and (except in North America) CSR. In Latin America,
biodiversity protection leads, followed by human rights and indigenous peoples rights, then
health and pollution.

1 A meta issue is an issue that straddles multiple issues and economic sectors. NGOs are underpinned philosophically
by at least one meta issue, and occasionally two, eg. climate change and environment.

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Trends in issues

Globally, reducing international carbon emissions is by far the most important issue for NGOs. In
the last 12 months NGO pressure on this one issue has been at least double and sometime five
times greater than that on any other issue with the exception of Canadian oil sands, which is
anyway closely related to climate change. NGO activity on climate and related issues such as coal
mining and power generation (though not oil) has also risen sharply over the last six months (we
could call it the Copenhagen Effect) while pressure on traditionally important issues such as
whaling, wildlife protection and pesticide residues on food has fallen off significantly. Pressure on
supply chain standards in fashion, chemicals regulation, cattle ranching displacing rainforest and
biotech regulation has also risen sharply in recent months, while logging and mining appear to be
stable.

After Copenhagen

In our last Quarterly Analysis we predicted that campaigning on climate change would fall
significantly after Copenhagen in the expectation of a meaningful agreement being achieved. Now
that this looks much less likely, we should plan for the NGO movement to sustain its climate
campaign but with a shift in emphasis, from governments to polluters. The most likely strategy,
given that the public has shown little inclination to change their lifestyles, is a renewed effort
against egregious sources of greenhouse gas emissions to achieve decarbonisation by moral force.
Coal and oil sands, and in Europe, aviation, will be at the top of the NGO hit list, but other sectors
such as livestock agriculture could begin to take serious heat too.

Regional variations

European NGOs are focusing the bulk of their resources on climate change, nuclear energy, coal,
fisheries and ag biotech crops. Compared to the global average, they are significantly more
concerned about the arms industry, tax havens, aviation and airport development, waste
incineration pollution, and animal testing, and somewhat more concerned about road building,
pesticide residues, nuclear safety, sustainability of fisheries, fashion supply chain standards and
chemicals regulation as well.

In the U.S,, the leading issue is oil sands, currently getting more attention even than climate
change. Coal burning is the third most active issue, followed by oil and gas drilling, exploitation
of the Arctic, mountaintop removal coal mining and investment in carbon industries. Other issues
getting above-average attention include CAFOs (factory farms), biofuels, refinery pollution, the
Canadian seal hunt and the impact of pesticides on community health; the opposite is true for ag
biotech and whaling.

In Latin America, issues of most concern are large dams, climate change impact on impoverished
peoples, aquaculture, mining and oil and gas drilling impact on indigenous people. Soy and cattle
farming in rainforests, plantation forestry, paper and pulp processing and the effect of climate
change on water sources are also very active.

In Asia Pacific, the issues of most concern are reducing global carbon emissions, large dams, palm
oil displacing rainforests, whaling and the environmental impact of mining. Aquaculture,
sustainable production of textiles, Endosulfan, coral reef conservation and the impact of mining on
indigenous peoples are attracting above average concern too. That said, these rankings are skewed
by the prominence of Australian and New Zealand activists in our tracking, and may not reflect
the views of indigenous Asian NGOs.

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Analysis by industry sector

Global

Reflecting the already noted weight of NGO campaigning on climate change globally, the energy
sector has been receivVving tbhfer, phrticalarly the fesdil fuele o f
producers and users. To give an idea of the imbalance of NGO effort, for every NGO action

against the electronics sector, the energy sector receives 15. By comparison to fossil fuels, the
nuclear, hydro and biofuel sectors have been much quieter, though by no means ignored.

After energy, the most targeted sectors in 2009 have been agriculture and food (principally food
products and fisheries), followed by chemicals (pesticides and biotech), mining, forestry, transport
(automotive), textiles (fashion), pharma and electronics. Financial institutions have also been
relatively often targeted and this line of attack has been increasing in the last 12 months. It is
worth noting that on a global measure of NGO activity, fashionable issues like bottled water,
aviation and nanotechnology hardly rate. Such issues remain very localised, albeit rising in
activity.

Regional variations

The differences in priorities between North American and European NGOs are small. In both
continents NGOs follow the global distribution of effort across industry sectors although
European NGOs are slightly more active on nuclear, fisheries, pesticides and financial institutions,
while their North American counterparts are slightly more active on gas, biotech and healthcare
(this last due to the current U.S. debate).

Latin American NGOs are predominately focussed on agriculture, fisheries and food followed by
extractive sectors such as oil, gas and forestry. Asia-Pacific NGOs conform to global NGO
priorities but with slightly less activity on fossil fuels and more on food and agriculture and
mining.
